Block 5 starts on Sunday 23™ April and runs for
7 weeks until Thursday 8" June. Teachers will be working with your child to help them to achieve these,
along with a broader range of skills within this period of work. The teachers will then assess the children
against these key objectives and grade them on the IB 1-7 scale. Please read through the objectives with
your child and help them to understand what we want them to achieve. We greatly value your support!
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Identify an author’s use of figurative language.

Discuss personal opinions about poem and comment on how effective a poem is.
Recognise rhyming words and continue a pattern with rhyming words.
Create a rhythm and/or rhyme.

Use metaphors.

Use similes.

Use alliteration.

Use correct conventions of writing.

Read and perform a poem aloud, with suitable intonation and expression.
Read fluently and with expression.

Understand the meaning of a text using reading skills.
